	The program is presented over two sessions, an 11 day session in January and a 6 day session in May. A variety of interactive learning formats are used to explore five themes: learning and teaching, curriculum, evaluation, leadership, and information technology. General concepts are skills are applied to a specific educational challenge or project that each participant selects to develop during the program. A highly enthusiastic and accomplished group of educators from around the world participate, and there is a very high faculty to participant ratio with most faculty being alumni of the program.
