REGALIA:
Everyone who participates in an academic ceremony at the Commencement Ceremony must wear a cap and
gown. The cost to rent the complete doctoral package is $95.

Orders should be placed in-store at the Barnes & Noble at Boston University on the 5th floor of the bookstore
beginning April 28. Please be advised that in order to ensure that you have the correct academic dress for your
ceremony with respect to color and size, you should plan to pick up your pre-ordered regalia or visit the
bookstore to rent your regalia no later than May 11.

Pre-ordered regalia will be available for pickup at Barnes & Noble Bookstore beginning April 28™. A PhD
regalia rental will include: Red Gown with Black chevrons on the sleeves, a Dark Blue PhD hood, a black cap,
and one gold tassel. A MD/PhD regalia rental will include: Red Gown with Black chevrons on the sleeves, a
Dark Blue PhD hood, a Kelly Green MD hood, a black cap, and one gold tassel. Graduates will not be able to
participate in commencement without regalia. PLEASE OPEN AND CHECK YOUR REGALIA PACKAGE UPON
RECEIVING IT TO ENSURE YOU HAVE ALL PIECES.

REGALIA RETURN: Barnes & Noble will be on location at the Agganis Arena Ticket lobby for rental regalia
return from 12 p.m. — 2 p.m. on Saturday. This service is for the School of Medicine graduates, who do not
wish to travel to Kenmore Square to return their gowns.
