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The International Health Summer Scholarship
Application Deadline: April 5, 2011
Description of Scholarship
The IH Summer Scholarship supports medical student projects in the international health setting. The scholarship provides funding for first-year B.U. medical students to undertake a full-time 8-week summer research or community health project during the summer between first- and second-year. The project must be completed in a developing country.  
Each award is up to $1800 that is payable in two equal installments as follows: 1) first payment is dispersed at the end June; 2) second payment is dispersed in August after final documentation is received by the Office of Enrichment (see part IV of this document). Each application is committee-reviewed and the amount awarded to each student is dependent upon the scope of the project, site location, and budget outlined by the applicant.
Emergency Travel Assistance
Obtaining emergency assistance services is highly encouraged for students undertaking IH projects abroad. If you are actively enrolled in Aetna Student Health Plus, the health insurance plan for B.U. students, you have access to 24-hour emergency assistance services through On Call International (OCI); you received your On Call ID card and brochure with your insurance card so no further action is necessary. If you DO NOT have Aetna and your insurance provider does not offer the service, BUSM will purchase the insurance for you. Application Procedures

1. Electronic Application

Complete the application by saving this file to your computer and editing it with Word. Submit the final Word document (pages 2-5 below) to Ana Bediako at abediako@bu.edu by 4 PM, April 5, 2011. The file name for your application should be as follows: last name, first name - IH Summer Scholarship, 2011.doc. 

DO NOT SUBMIT A HARD COPY OF THE APPLICATION. Do not include pages 1 and 6 in your application.
2. Supporting Documents

Submit the following document(s) with your application as hard copies or via e-mail to Ana Bediako, A-210, abediako@bu.edu:
a. Letter/E-mail from Preceptor: Include a letter or e-mail from the site preceptor indicating the extent and manner of support provided by the sponsoring organization/individual, what your role will be in the outlined project, and who will be directly supervising you. 
b. IRB or IACUC Approval: If the proposed project is research and it involves humans as research subjects or the use of vertebrate animals, IRB (Institutional Review Board) or IACUC (Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee) approval is required for the project to be funded. The student or preceptor must provide the appropriate documentation (proof of approval by IRB or IACUC) with this application or by June 1 at the latest. If you do not have IRB or IACUC approval, you cannot start your project.

To receive an IH Summer Scholarship, you are expected to meet the following requirements.  

1. You must be in good academic standing and eligible for promotion to the second year; this means no Fail or Incomplete grades, and a maximum of two Marginal Pass grades. 

2. If you are an international student, the B.U. Office of International Students and Scholars must e-mail Ana Bediako (abediako@bu.edu) stating that you may work.

3. You must complete a minimum of 8 weeks of full-time work on your project.  If you are unable to complete the experience, you may be required to return the funds received or a corresponding percentage of these funds.
4. You must submit the following documents to Ana Bediako by September 1 (at the latest). Your second payment will not be disbursed until these documents are received.  

· 1-2 page summary report of your experience;
· Thank you note addressed to the donor who funded your experience; and

· Completed evaluation of your experience.

5. The following is not required, but if you undertake research, you are welcome to present a poster at the Medical Student Summer Research Symposium held in January/February of each year.
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
