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Personal Statement

Dr. Mann is an internist who cares for patients at Boston University and conducts research focused on cardiovascular and diabetes prevention.  His research combines the disciplines of behavioral medicine, epidemiology, information technology and primary care towards the delivery of effective healthcare.  He has published over 30 peer-reviewed articles and book chapters, is an active reviewer for several prominent medical journals and is the recipient of a NIH K23 Career Development Award. He is also an active member of the Society of General Internal Medicine and Society of Behavioral Medicine. 

Dr. Mann’s work utilizes behavioral, epidemiological, and health information technology research methods to implement new pathways for chronic disease prevention and control.  He was the principal investigator of the Statin Choice trial that tested the ability of a new risk communication tool to improve adherence to statins among primary care patients with diabetes. As part of his K23 project, he is leading the development of a new electronic medical record (EMR) based tool designed to promote effective diabetes prevention counseling in primary care.  This project integrates principles of traditional cognitive psychology based behavior change interventions with components of behavioral economics to develop a more efficient brief primary care EMR based lifestyle intervention.  The new tool facilitates the generation of clear action plans and automates follow-up contacts to help providers promote diet and exercise goal achievement with their pre-diabetes patients.

Dr. Mann is a co-investigator on an AHRQ funded project to integrate clinical prediction rules into the EMR.  Dr. Mann maintains an active research portfolio of projects using large cohort datasets.  He has published work focused on cardiovascular and diabetes prevention with a focus on medication adherence using a wide range of datasets including the National Health and Nutrition Examination Survey (NHANES), the Multi-Ethnic Study of Atherosclerosis (MESA), and the Reasons for Geographic and Racial Differences in Stroke (REGARDS) dataset and is currently developing projects Kaiser Permanente’s massive clinical data repository.
