Dr. Mann cares for patients at East Boston Neighborhood Health Center and conducts research focused on leveraging health information technology to integrate evidence-based practice into primary care.  His research combines the disciplines of behavioral medicine, human factors engineering, epidemiology, information technology and primary care towards the delivery of more effective healthcare.  He has published over 30 peer-reviewed articles and book chapters, is an active reviewer for several prominent medical journals, has been a mentor for numerous trainees and is the recipient of a NIH K23 Career Development Award. He is also an active member of the Society of General Internal Medicine. 

Dr. Mann, an emerging leader in primary care informatics, conducts research utilizing the electronic health record (EHR) to embed evidence-based practices into primary care.  He is a lead investigator for an AHRQ sponsored R18 that developed and is now testing a new EHR based clinical prediction rule system in primary care.   As the PI of a K23, he is leading the development of another EHR embedded tool designed to promote effective diabetes prevention counseling in primary care.  He was the PI of a trial developing and testing a novel risk communication tool in primary care patients with diabetes. These projects have afforded him a deep understanding of EHR tool development, usability testing and implementation.  He has worked closely with pioneers in the use of “near-live” usability techniques to enhance primary care workflow integration.   He is also actively involved in cardiovascular medication adherence research.
