· Attendings should join work rounds most days

· Do not lead, but act as consultants

· Teach clinical pearls

· Demonstrate clinical signs

· More bedside teaching

· More feedback

· Emphasis on clinical presentation and clinical reasoning—cut down on didactics

· Guest faculty at teaching rounds/paired teams

· More informal discussion of patient problems

Effective Clinical Teachers Literature Review

· Enthusiasm for medicine and teaching

· Orient the learners and patient to learning

· Teach around cases—relevance and application

· Give learners responsibility, autonomy

· Demonstrate patient care/rapport—professionalism and communication skills

· Ask questions to demonstrate understanding; nonthreatening tone, set an environment where learners can admit limitations

· Learner-centered teaching

· Give feedback
