                                                     CHIEF’S SERVICE  (R5)

GOALS AND OBJECTIVES:

· The R5 resident will develop an understanding of the management of complex gastrointestinal and General Surgical problems in an inpatient and outpatient setting

· Develop facility and experience with diagnostic and therapeutic laparoscopic surgery

· Participate in the operative and nonoperative care of patients admitted to the general surgeons on the service

· Exposure to patients with inflammatory bowel disease (both ulcerative colitis and Crohn’s disease), fore and hind gut malignancies, pancreatitis and hepato-biliary disease. Master the evaluation and management of these patients.

· Pursue opportunities for colonoscopy and upper GI endoscopy

· Master clinical case presentation to the Chief of Surgery

· Administer the service, including twice daily rounds, examination of all patients, review of laboratory data and radiologic studies. 

· Will be under the direct supervision of the Chief of Surgery and attending surgeons on the service

CLINICAL RESPONSIBILITIES:

· Monitor the daily progress of all patients on the service

· Review the daily progress notes by junior residents and medical students, add additional documentation when appropriate

· Review and add appropriate information to daily progress notes by medical students

· Inform attending of any and all significant changes in patient status

· Supervise medical students on daily ward activities

· Educate medical students about clinical and technical issues

· Round twice daily with the junior resident and medical students. Remain ready to round on an ad-hoc basis with attendings on the service.

· Attend all outpatient clinic activities of the Chief of Surgery

· Take Chief level in-house call on an every sixth night basis on the Trauma Service at the Menino Pavilion 

· When covering the Trauma service in the evenings and on weekends, the Chief resident will (1) respond to all “P1” trauma alerts immediately in person, (2) respond by phone immediately to all “P2” and “P3” trauma alerts

· Be available during off-hours and weekends to supervise the care of difficult cases. The chief may be expected to return to the hospital to care or operate on patients who have been under his or her care

· The  Chief Resident will:

1. See all new consults occurring after hours and review findings with the R2 or R3 resident who initiated the consult and review the case and plan with the attending of record

2. See consult patients called in during regular hours and review  findings and plan with the attending of record

3. Provide supervision and back up to R2 and R3 residents providing surgical coverage to the ER

4. Provide backup and assistance to the Surgical ICU resident when necessary
