1. GOALS AND OBJECTIVES 

A. Develop expertise in the emergent and semi-emergent evaluation of general surgery problems

B. Develop expertise in the decision making process leading to surgery vs. nonoperative management of emergency general surgery problems 

C. Develop expertise in the emergency management of trauma patients including trauma resuscitation and subsequent work-up leading to operative and nonoperative management 

D. Be able to recognize the need for consultation of medical and surgical subspecialty services during management of the trauma patient. 

E. Be able to work-up a trauma patient and present the patient to the trauma service for admission

2. CLINICAL RESPONSIBILITIES

A. Attend all education meetings, conferences, and presentations

B. Attend all outpatient surgical clinics. Document clinic experience by signing the patient log and returning a copy to the Education Coordinator

C. Monitor daily progress of all patients on the Menino – Team A service

D. Monitor daily progress of all patients on the consult service

E. Round on Menino Team A patients daily with surgery residents. 

F. Round with senior residents daily on all consult service patients 

G. Inform senior residents and attending surgeons of any and all changes in patient status 

H. Document daily progress in the patient’s chart with progress notes. Add appropriate additional documentation if notes are written by a medical student.

I. Supervise medical students on daily floor activities

J. Educate medical students about clinical and technical issues

K. Report to the R5 resident, attending surgeons, and Chief of Surgery

L. Take senior level in-house call on an every third night basis. See all new admissions and review findings with the attending surgeon on call.
