                                                  UROLOGY (R1)

1. GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

A. Learn the anatomy and physiology of the genitourinary system

B. Be able to manage routine and emergency genitourinary problems in a variety of settings

C. Learn the pathologic anatomy and pathophysiology of genitourinary disease

D. Learn how to perform a routine genitourinary physical examination 

E. Learn the routine diagnostic technical procedures in urology such as

a. cystoscopy 

b. bladder catheterization

c. intravenous pyelogram

d. cystogram

e. urography in trauma 

f. CT scan and ultrasound of the genitourinary tract

F. Learn routine therapeutic procedures such as

a. bladder catheterization

b. passage of coudet tips and filiform catheters

c. meatotomy

d. suprapubic cystostomy

G. Become familiar with transurethral resection (TUR), prostate and bladder tumors, and endourologic procedures 

H. Be able to monitor the inpatient and outpatient management of genitourinary disease 

I. Learn the incisions and exposure required for all genitourinary problems 

J. Learn simple as well as complex urological problems such as urologic oncology, calculus disease, complex infections, and urologic trauma

2. CLINICAL RESPONSIBILITIES

A. Monitor daily progress of all patients on the service

B. Document daily progress in the patient’s chart with progress notes. Add appropriate documentation if notes are written by a medical student.

C. Inform the urology resident and attending surgeon of any and all changes in patient status

D. Supervise medical students on daily floor activities 

E. Report to the urology resident, attending surgeons, and Chief of Urology 
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F. Round twice daily with the urology resident and attending surgeons

G. Attend all outpatient clinics. Document clinic experience by signing the patient log and returning a copy to the Education Coordinator 

H. Attend all educational meetings, conferences, and presentations 

3. SUPERVISION

A. The R1 general surgery resident is under the direct supervision of the urology resident, attending surgeons, and Chief of Urology. All problems, admissions, and consults are to be discussed with the responsible attending. 
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
