1. GOALS AND OBJECTIVES 

A. Develop and understanding of the management of general surgery problems in the community setting (inpatient, outpatient, ER)

B. Continue to develop facility and experience with diagnostic and therapeutic laparoscopy 

C. Participate in the operative and nonoperative care of patients admitted to the general surgeons on the service

D. Master the evaluation and management of patients with the primary and secondary components of general surgery

E.  Participate in the preoperative, operative, and postoperative care of general surgical patients, especially those patients whose operative and inpatient care was provided by the resident

F. Continue to develop the ability to perform colonoscopy and upper GI endoscopy

2. CLINICAL RESPONSIBILITIES 

A. Monitor daily progress of all patients on the service (R3, R2)

B. Review daily progress notes written by junior residents and medical students. Provide additional documentation when appropriate (R3)

C. Inform the attending of record of any and all significant changes in patient status (R3, R2)

D. Supervise medical students on daily ward activities, on emergency department and inpatient consults (R3, R2)

E. Report to the R3 resident and surgical attendings (R2)

F. Report to the surgical attendings and Chief of Surgery (R3)

G. Round twice daily with the surgical attendings (R3, R2)

H. Take in-house call on an every third night basis. See all new admissions and review findings with the attending surgeon  on call. (R3, R2) 

I. Attend all outpatient surgical clinics. Document clinic experience by signing the patient log and returning a copy to the Education Coordinator.
